Biology is the fascinating, practical study of life that will allow you to explore the complexity of living organisms from the
anatomical structure of the kidney, liver and the brain to the advances in genetic engineering, control of disease and the
biochemistry behind biological molecules. This highly practical course will allow you to build on your GCSE studies of both
science and mathematics to further develop your investigative, analytical and evaluative skills and solve problems in a range
of contexts.

Biology A-Level is a fully linear course so assessment of knowledge and understanding of the whole course takes place at the
end of two years of study. There will be a total of three exams totaling six hours of examinations and a minimum series of 12
practical sessions that must be covered and evidenced in lab books to gain the practical endorsement that sits alongside the
A-Level. You will have the chance to work with lots of new laboratory equipment including; water baths, colorimeters, incubators,
dissection kits and field study apparatus to strengthen a range of different practical skills.

Vocational opportunities/work experience

As with all other science A-Levels, we give students a chance to work alongside professional scientists, technologists, engineers
and mathematicians for 4 — 6 weeks over the summer break through the Nuffield Scheme (subject to acceptance of application).

Career/real world

Biology A-Level will prove essential if you are considering applying to any healthcare-based university degree including;
medicine, nursing, midwifery, dentistry, biomedical science, microbiology, forensic science, veterinary science,

physiotherapy or even the police force. It can also complement sports science, psychology, sociology and many morel!

Biology A-Level can open up a range of career opportunities from biological research, medical, environmental, forensics,
sports and science communication. But the problem-solving skills you gain along the way will also be transferable to other
areas such as law.

The practical endorsement for chemistry
is a teacher assessed pass/fail component and performance is reported separately to the A-Level grade.

LIFE IS DRAMA; it is part of our culture; our everyday lives, our homes via TV, film, or theatre, it ultimately allows us to
communicate with the people around us. There is no other subject quite like it in school that has the potential to allow students
to develop confidence, develop language according to different situations and through enquiry understand the way in which the
world we live in works.

From past to present, locations across the globe; an experience in drama can take students far beyond the four walls of the
classroom. Drama is the making and communicating of meaning involving performers and audiences of many kinds, engaging in
a suspension of disbelief. It provides a medium for personal exploration, social criticism, celebration and entertainment.

The course

Drama A-Level provides the opportunity for you to explore, devise and perform different styles of theatre. You will explore a
range of engaging texts practically; preparing to perform them as well writing about them. You will develop your knowledge and
application of theatre practitioners as well devising your own plays and performing them.

This course is suited to a student who has a keen interest in drama and theatre and has experience of performing and studying
prior to embarking on this qualification.

This new course is really exciting with a focus on performing and learning from live theatre. To be successful you need to be
committed to rehearsals, ready to have loads of fun going to the theatre, be a confident performer or designer and willing to
challenge yourself to learning new things.

Why study this subject?

Studying drama helps you develop key life skills that you will utilise throughout your life; empathy, self-confidence, co-operation,
imagination, physical fithess, communication and increased memory.

The course will develop your confidence skills and you will gain key performance and analytical skills. You will work as a director,

performer and designer throughout the A-Level and have the opportunity to create your own plays as well as performing. You will
gain an insight into a variety of different styles of theatre both practically and theoretically; this will provide you will a foundation of
knowledge for studying drama and theatre at degree level.

You have the option to go on and study at degree level in a number of universities developing as a professional and gaining
one of many jobs in the creative sector.

Drama offers skills that employers have recognised as being crucial in a variety of job roles such as: front of house e.g. box

office, ushers, runner, lighting and sound technicians and designer, script writer, arts consultant, director, game designer
(fastest developing industry), set designer, TV editor, TV presenter, make-up artist, costume designer, actor, producer,
cinematographer, theatre company artist, radio broadcaster and producer, drama therapist.

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A-Level English Language

In studying A-Level English Language, learners will develop a deep knowledge of how the English language works and a secure
understanding of the language system. Pupils will study a wide variety of texts, both written and spoken as well as texts from
across different time periods to consider how language is used, how it has changed and is currently changing. Students will
engage with specialised language terminology, concepts and theories and be expected to apply their knowledge in both their
analysis of language and their creative writing.

Units

Introduction to Language Levels. This means studying the different layers of language and how meaning is created. Areas of
study include: lexis, semantics, grammar (including morphology), pragmatics and discourse.

Introduction to Spoken Language. This includes studying phonetics, phonology and prosodics. You will study how
conversations work and how people use sound as well as words to create meaning.

Language and Gender. This unit examines how men and women communicate and investigates how far a person’s gender
impacts their language choices.

Language and Power. This unit explores how language is used to assert power of others. Texts you will study include political
speeches, official documents, advice leaflets, interview transcripts and debates.

Language and Technology. In studying this unit, you will explore the impact of technology on language through examining
platforms such as texting, email, the internet and social media.

Language in the Media. For this topic pupils will analyse a range of media texts from newspaper and magazine articles to
advertisements both in print and televised.

Language Change. Students will study how the English language has changed over the last 400 years. They will study the
history of the English language and world events that have helped to shape the language we use today.

Child Language Acquisition. For this unit, pupils will study how children learn language from the age of 0 to 5. Students will
study key child language acquisition theories and apply these theories to examples of children’s language.

How is this course assessed?

Examination 1: Exploring Language (2 hours 30 minutes) worth 40% of A-Level.
Examination 2: Dimensions of Linguistic Variation (2 hours 30 minutes) worth 40% of A-Level.
Coursework: Independent Language Research worth 20% of A-Level.

Career/real world
English Language A-Level will leave you with excellent analytical skills. This ability to think critically will be useful for a wide

range of University courses. The study of English language could lead to careers in areas such as law, journalism, teaching,
social work, advertising and marketing to name a few.

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A-Level English Literature

The A-Level in English Literature qualification will build on the knowledge, understanding and skills established at GCSE,
introducing learners to advanced literary studies, and requires reading of all the major literary genres of poetry, prose and drama.
The A-Level qualification will further develop learners’ ability to analyse, evaluate and make connections across texts. Learners
will consider how writers shape meaning, the ways in which texts are interpreted by different readers and the significance of
cultural and contextual influences on readers and writers.

Units

e Drama and poetry pre-1900. Texts studied for this unit:
- ‘Hamlet’ by William Shakespeare.
- ‘A Doll’s House’ by Henrik lbsen.
- ‘Selected Poems’ by Christina Rossetti.

e Comparative and contextual study. For this unit pupils will study the dystopian genre. As well as looking at a number of
extracts from this genre, pupils will study in close detail the following texts:

- ‘The Handmaid’s Tale’ by Margaret Atwood.
- ‘Fahrenheit 451" by Ray Bradbury.

o Literature post-1900. Pupils will study the following texts with the central theme of ‘war’:
- ‘War Horse’ by Nick Stafford.
- ‘Birdsong’ by Sebastian Faults.
- ‘Selected Poems’ by Wilfred Owen.

How is the course assessed?

e Examination 1: Drama and poetry pre-1900 (2 hours 30 minutes) worth 40%.

e Examination 2: Comparative and contextual study (2 hours 30 minutes) worth 40%.
e Coursework: One piece of close analysis and one comparative essay worth 20%.

Career/real world
English Literature A-Level is viewed very favourably by universities and is a subject that will give you excellent analytical skills

which will be useful for any degree course. English literature A-Level can also lead to careers in the following areas: law,
journalism, advertising, teaching, writing and politics.

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A-Level Fine Art

How will | be assessed?

Students are assessed at the end of the two years through an examination which accounts for 40% of the qualification and a
60% coursework unit based on a personal investigation study of the student’s own choosing.

How it is assessed

Component 1: A portfolio that in total shows explicit coverage of the four assessment objectives. It must include a sustained
project evidencing the journey from initial engagement to the realisation of intentions and a selection of further work undertaken
during the student’s course of study.

Component 2: Students respond to their chosen starting point from an externally set assignment paper relating to their subject
title, evidencing coverage of all four assessment objectives. This extended creative response must explicitly evidence students’
ability to draw together different areas of knowledge, skill and understanding from an initial selected starting point through to their
realisation of intentions in the 15 hours of supervised time.

Non-exam assessment (NEA) set and marked by the school/college and moderated by AQA during a visit. Moderation will
normally take place in June. Students who study fine art can continue to study art at university. An example of just some of the
careers within the art and design industry are artists, designers, web design, gallery curator, art educator, teacher.

Why should | choose Geography?

We live in a world of amazing beauty, infinite complexity and rigorous challenge. Geography is the subject which opens the door
to this dynamic world and prepares each one of us for the role of global citizen in the 21st century. Through studying geography,
people of all ages begin to appreciate how places and landscapes are formed, how people and environments interact, what
consequences arise from our everyday decisions, and what a diverse range of cultures and societies exist and interconnect.
Geography is a subject which builds on young people’s own experiences, helping them to formulate questions, develop their
intellectual skills and find answers to issues affecting their lives. It ensures that they appreciate the complexity of attitudes and
values which shape the way we use and misuse the environment. Through geography, people learn to value and care for the
planet and all its inhabitants. Aspects such as geology, coastal planning, environmental studies and much more.

Career/real world

Geography is an academically robust subject, due to it spanning both the physical and social sciences. Geography is part of
the academic group of English Baccalaureate GCSE subjects and the Russell Group of universities has recognised A-Level

Geography as one of their preferred ‘facilitating subjects’ - supporting an application into a wide range of undergraduate
courses. The knowledge and transferable skills that geographers gain from their degree studies are highly relevant to the
workplace; levels of geography graduate unemployment are extremely low. You will find geographers working in every sector
of the economy including finance, local businesses, not-for-profit organisations, significant research or as key decision
makers in local and national government, highlighting the range of possibilities for geographers.

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A-Level Graphic Communication

Learners explore relevant images, artifacts and resources relating to a range of graphic communication. These will form an
integral part of the investigating and making process. Responses to these examples will be shown through practical and critical
activities which demonstrate the candidates’ understanding of different styles, genres and traditions.

What will | study?
Year 1: A-Level prep

Unit 1: Portfolio: You will be given the opportunity to explore and experiment with a range of graphic design media techniques
and processes, including software training in response to several different starting points and contextual references, before
focusing on an extended project.

Unit 2: Externally Set Assignment (mock): You will receive a question paper consisting of five exciting starting points. You will
research and develop ideas and produce a final outcome in response to one of the five questions.

Year 2: A-Level

Unit 3: Personal Investigation: You are required to develop a response to a personal idea, issue, concern, concept or theme. The
visual research, development and final outcome must be supported by an assignment of 1000-3000 words.

Unit 4: Externally Set Assignment: You will receive a question paper consisting of eight exciting starting points. You will research
and develop ideas in response to one of the eight questions.

How will | be assessed?

Year 1 consists of the unit 1 portfolio which provides 50% of the overall Year 1 grade, and unit 2: 10-hour controlled assessment
giving 50% of the final grade.

Year 2 consists of unit 3 which provides 50% of the overall Year 2 grade and unit 4: 15 hour controlled assessment giving 50% of
the final grade. Each controlled assessment takes place in the spring term with a month long preparation time.

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A-Level History

Throughout both A-Level years within history, students will build on their understanding of the past through experiencing a broad
and balanced course of study. They will acquire an understanding of different identities within society and an appreciation of
aspects such as social, cultural, religious and ethnic diversity.

The students study a range of historical topics and issues throughout four units, developing their ability to analyse sources,
historian interpretations and evidence to evaluate judgements and concepts. The units focus upon revolution and change in
society, with the coursework element of the course also focusing on revolution in Europe.

History allows the students to develop their knowledge and skills, while promoting and developing more independent learners. It
is a course that gets students ready for their next steps in life; be it university or careers.

Units

Unit 1: Britain, 1625-1701: Conflict, Revolution and Settlement (worth 30%): This unit focuses on the challenges to monarchical
power that influenced not only the English, but also the French and American Revolutions, by studying the relationship between
king and parliament during the Stuart period.

Unit 2: Russia in Revolution, 1894-1924 (worth 20%): This unit focuses on the end of the Romanov dynasty and how the first
Communist State came into being. Students will learn about challenging concepts and ideologies that eventually influenced
modern world history.

Unit 3: Civil Rights and Race Relations in the USA, 1850- 2009 (worth 30%): This unit focuses on the changing status of African
Americans and the role of the state in amending legislation in regards to civil rights, from Lincoln to Obama.

Unit 4: Coursework — Russian Revolution (worth 20%): This is an independent study where students investigate the causes of the
Russian Revolution (1917).

A-Level Law

Studying Law gives students an understanding of the role of Law in today’s society and raises their awareness of the rights and
responsibilities of individuals.

Unit 2: Ethics and Religion — two hours (33.3%): This unit focuses on controversial dilemmas tat affect the world, such as nuclear
weapons, pornography and climate change, whereby we use ethical theories to decide on the right actions in these situations.

Topics include: Ethical theories, Sexual ethics, Environmental ethics, Equality, War and Peace, Meta-ethics, Medical Ethics, Virtue
Ethics and Deontology

Unit 3: Study of a World Religion — two hours (33.3%): This unit allows a deep dive into a world tradition, learning about the
history, changes, beliefs and practices of Christianity and how this has impacted the 21st Century. We also consider how
modernity and secularism compares to this world religion.

Unit 3 — Group Performance Workshop (120GLH)

You will explore and integrate creative and physical skills and techniques, working collaboratively to create a performance

in response to a given stimulus. Within group performance you will develop the essential dance skills for the performing arts
industry. You will develop physical techniques as well as wider transferable skills, such as being able to work collaboratively,
personal management and organisation (rehearsals, time-management), being able to give and take direction, confidence in front
of an audience, problem solving (refining the process) and teamwork (essential when dancing as a group). You will understand
different audiences in different environments and will learn to adapt a performance to engage the target audience.

One further unit we study is:

Throughout your learning and development you will be taught how to reflect on your progress and
practice, which will support your development as a dancer.

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WJEC Level 3 Applied Certificate
& Diploma Criminology

An understanding of criminology is relevant to many job roles within the criminal justice sector, social and probation work and
sociology and psychology. WJEC Level 3 Applied Diploma in Criminology is a qualification with elements of psychology, law and
sociology that complements studies in humanities. Studying criminology equips learners with a range of generic and transferable
skills including: the ability to solve problems, the skills of project based research, development and presentation and the
fundamental ability to work alongside other professionals, in a professional environment.

Units

Unit 1 Changing awareness of Crime
What different types of crime take place in our society? What kinds of crime exist about which we know very little, or which are
simply not reported? How do we explain people’s reluctance to come forward about crimes of which they have been the victim?

This unit is assessed internally as a controlled 8 hour assessment over 2 days. Student work allowed in on day 1 and locked in
room until end of assessment.

How do we
explain why people commit crime? What makes someone a serial Killer, or abusive to their own families?

This unit is assessed externally as 90-minute examination in June. There will a short and extended answer question and a
applied problem-solving scenario.

Unit 3 Crime Scene to Court Room
What are the roles of personnel involved when a crime is detected? What investigative techniques are available to investigators to
help to identify the culprit? Do techniques differ depending on the type of crime? What happens to a suspect once charged?

This unit is assessed internally as a controlled 8 hour assessment over 2 days. Student work allowed in on day 1 and locked in
room until end of assessment.

Unit 4 Crime and Punishment

Why do most of us tend to obey the law even when it is against our own interest? What social institutions have we developed to
ensure that people do obey laws? What happens to those who violate our legal system? Why do we punish people? How do we
punish people?

This unit is assessed externally as 90-minute examination in June. There will a short and extended answer question and a
applied problem-solving scenario.

Career/real world

Studying Criminology can guide students to a number of University courses including: Criminology, Criminology and
Criminal Justice, Criminology and Psychology, Law with Criminology, Criminology and Sociology and Criminology with Law.

In this unit you will learn how to train a selected animal. You will plan a training programme for your chosen animal, carry it out and
report on the results.

Unit 2 — Ensuring food is safe to eat (Controlled assessment 8 Hours) 25%

This unit will enable you to demonstrate an understanding of the science of food safety, nutrition and nutritional needs in a wide
range of contexts, and through on- going practical sessions, to gain practical skills to produce quality food items to meet the
needs of individuals.

The second mandatory unit will allow you to develop your understanding of the science of food safety and hygiene; essential
knowledge for anyone involved in food production in the home or wishing to work in the food industry. Again, practical sessions
will support the gaining of theoretical knowledge and ensure learning is a tactile experience.

Unit 3 — Experimenting to solve food production problems 25%

Making use of the way certain foods change in order to create new dishes has been the foundation of food development. Food
producers and chefs develop new and interesting dishes by experimenting with the properties of food. Today, even greater
understanding of the scientific principles of food provides chefs with a range of options as they come up with more and more
innovative dishes and ideas. Individuals, chefs and employees within the food industry can now produce dishes that do not use
standard ingredients or methods but provide the consumer with interesting and exciting food choices. This unit will provide you
with an understanding of the scientific properties of food and how these properties contribute to the changes that occur in food.
By carrying out these experiments, you will be able to propose options to solve food production problems.

Career/real world
Together with other relevant qualifications at Level 3/A-Level, you will gain the required knowledge to be able to use the

qualification to support entry to higher education courses such as: BSc Food and Nutrition, BSc Human Nutrition, BSc

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Edexcel Functional Skills
Level 2 English

This course is available to students who had below A-Level 3 at GCSE English. The Level 2 Functional Skills is in three sections:
reading, writing and speaking, listening and communicating. All three sections need to be passed to pass the whole qualification.
The assessments can be done online or on paper.

The course is designed to use texts that would be read in the real world such as leaflets, newspaper articles etc. Some of the
questions are multiple choice, some short answer and some medium length. The writing tasks are all practical pieces such as
writing an email of complaint. The assessment of spelling, punctuation and grammar are especially important in this section and
worth 42% of the mark. As a result of this, lessons will begin with a clear focus on these skills. The spoken element consists of
giving a talk and a question and answer session.

e Reading is assessed through a 75 minute examination and is based on three non-fiction texts.

e Writing assessment is based on a 60 minute examination where two tasks are completed in a specific format for a particular
audience. Accuracy is especially important.

e Speaking, listening and communication is internally assessed and the whole assessment will be between 15 and 25 minutes.
e FEach component can be retaken.

This qualification is a great springboard to further education or GCSE English.

Career/real world

This is a qualification that allows you onto many further education courses and apprenticeships. English qualifications are
vital to virtually all career options you may choose. The Functional Skills course is aimed at written, spoken and reading in
real world contexts which apply to all walks of life.
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GCSE English Language

This course will give you an opportunity to retake your English Language GCSE. You will have assigned lessons to guide you
through the reading and writing sections of the exam. You will have specific sessions working through exam technique, analysis
of text, transactional writing and narrative writing. There will be opportunities for you to sit the GCSE exam in November and
the summer.

Language Component 1: 40% of GCSE

Section A (20%): reading (40 marks): This section will test you through a range of questions about an unseen extract from a
20th century literature extract. You will need to analyse language, relationships and evaluate texts. You will practice these skills
in lessons and be presented with a range of texts prior to your exam. You will need to select and retrieve information, analyse
quotes and form opinions.

Section B (20%): writing (40 marks): You will need to write a narrative with a choice of four options of titles. This should be
a narrative or a recount. You will be taught how to use language effectively, how to structure a story and how to make
believable characters.

Language Component 2: 60% of GCSE

Section A (30%): reading (40 marks): This section will test you through a range of questions about two unseen non-fiction texts.
One will be from the 19th century and one will be from the 21st century. You will need to analyse language, comment on texts
and their purpose and select and retrieve information. You will be asked to synthesise information between texts and compare
and contrast viewpoints, use of language and effect.

Section B (30%): writing (40 marks): You will need to write two transactional writing tasks. The options will be: a letter, a report, a
review, a leaflet/guide, an article or a speech. You will learn how to write in different formats and styles, how to write persuasively
and use language for precise purposes. You will learn how to use punctuation correctly and how to engage a reader.

Career/real world

You need an English qualification for most jobs, educational courses and apprenticeships. It is important to be able to
communicate effectively and express yourself clearly. Reading and writing with sophistication and style is a sure fire way to
get noticed and get your job application to the top of the pile.
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Edexcel Functional Skills
Level 2 Mathematics

Functional Skills qualifications provide reliable evidence of a learner’s achievements against demanding content that is relevant
to the workplace.

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Bridging the Gap Programme

The Transition from GCSE to A-Level/Level 3 Courses

Rationale for students

The move from GCSE to A-Level/Level 3 courses can be daunting and it presents some different challenges than you might have
experienced before. Here at OBA we want to support you through this transition as you embark on your Sixth Form career.

The content at A-

3 is much broader than what you will have covered at GCSE and there is a need for much more independent studying both in
school and at home. The Bridging the Gap programme has been developed in order to support you through this changeover and
prepare you for your courses in Year 12.

e Get a head start on your courses.
e Gain an insight into work that you will be undertaking in September.
e Understand the type of learning that you will be expected to complete independently.

You will receive Bridging the Gap resources from each of the subjects you have chosen that has been designed to prepare you
for studying in September. It is important that you complete this work over the summer in order to make the best possible start to
your courses in Sixth Form.

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Enrichment/Leadership activities
at OBA Sixth Form.

Alongside your chosen courses you are required to select a minimum of one enrichment or leadership activity. This activity will
be scheduled outside of your lesson time and should enable you to develop a variety of transferable skills that employers and
universities are looking for form their applicants.

EPQ Extended Project Qualification (equivalent to V> an A-Level)

The EPQ is a course widely recognised by all universities as a prestigious qualification which equips students with key academic
skills required in higher education settings. You will not only become an effective researcher, but you will also be able to navigate
your way through an independent project. It can be focused on a topic of your choice, and you have the option of either
producing a university style dissertation or an artefact. Artefacts can be anything from a piece of creative writing to a drama
production or even organising a sports event. This qualification can lead to reduced offers from university courses due to the
demands of undertaking your own project

Core maths

The aim of the Level 3 Certificate Mathematical Studies qualification is to support students and prepare them for the
mathematical demands of their A-Levels where there is a distinct mathematical or statistical element, such as Biology, Physics,
Psychology, Economics, Business Studies and Computing.

We aim to consolidate students’ mathematical understanding, build their confidence and competence in applying mathematical
techniques to solve a range of problems and to introduce them to new techniques and concepts that will prepare them for future
employment within a broad range of academic, professional and technical fields. It is the equivalent to 72 an A-Level and can earn
both UCAS points and a reduced grade offer for some university courses.

Fitness

This enrichment activity will be scheduled 1 hour per week in the school gym sports hall. During this enrichment students will
benefit from working on their own personal fitness using a variety of different gym equipment and working on different area of the
body weekly. Students will be required to wear appropriate gym clothing.

Football

This enrichment activity will be scheduled 1 hour per week on the 3G pitches. During this enrichment students will either be
training for upcoming fixtures or will be competing in football fixtures for the different leagues they have been entered for.
Students will develop their teamworking ability throughout this enrichment. Students will be required to wear appropriate sports
clothing and Sixth Form football kit for matches.

Lunch Duties (includes a free lunch)

This leadership activity will involve students acting as duty staff during lunch time for lower year groups. Students will be required
to ensure all slower school students are following the whole school policies whilst in the canteen, on the yard or at the toilets.
Students will be supported in challenging any poor behaviour from lower school students. This activity will develop students’
leadership, communication, and interpersonal skills.

Duke of Edinburgh Gold Award

This enrichment and leadership activity will involve students completing 4 elements of an award to achieve their Duke of
Edinburgh Gold Award. Students will be required to:

® Volunteer 1 hour per week for 12 months.

e Perform a physical activity 1 hour per week for 12 months.
e Develop a skill for 1 hour per week for 12 months.

e Plan and complete practice and final expedition.

This activity will develop a variety of skills including, leadership, teamwork, communication, and organisation.
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Subject Support

This leadership activity will involve students working 1 hour per week within one of their chosen subjects to support lower school
students. This will require students to support during lower school lesson time, by working closely with the students within that
class and following the direction of the teacher they are supporting. This activity will enable students to embed their subject
knowledge further whilst also developing their leadership.

Reading support

This leadership activity will involve students supporting in library lessons with our librarian. This can also be done during specific
lunch times to enable lower school students the opportunity to gain further support with their reading ability and support them in
developing a love for reading. This will help students develop skills such as communication and interpersonal.

Sixth Form Leadership Team

This leadership and enrichment activity will involve you being a member of the Sixth Form Leadership Team. As part of your
responsibility for this you will work alongside the Assistant Principal for Personal Development and the lower school student
parliament. This activity will involve regular meetings and independent tasks to ensure you drive improvement within your area,
Within the leadership team there will be a variety of roles including:

e Charity ambassador

e School improvement ambassador
e Literacy ambassador

e Numeracy ambassador

e Anti-bullying ambassador

* Mental health ambassador

e | BGTQ+ ambassador

This activity will allow students to develop a variety of skills including organisation, teamworking, interpersonal, leadership and
communication.

Music lessons (charged - £4 per session)

This enrichment activity will allow students to develop a skill with a particular instrument. This activity will need to have a small
charge on it to pay for the external peripatetic teachers to come in and deliver the session. Students will be able to focus on and
enjoy learning a new skill during this time. Available lessons in the following instruments:

e Piano

e Guitar

e Bass

e Singing

e Dding

e Drums

e Woodwind

Sign Language
This enrichment activity will enable students to develop the basics in British Sign Language. Students will complete this activity
for 1 hour per week and will support them in gaining a Level 1 qualification in BSL.

Barbering

This enrichment activity will enable students to learn a new skill and develop the basics in barbering. Students will complete this
activity for 1 hour per week in the academy salon.

Work Experience

Throughout your time at the Sixth Form you will be provided with the opportunity to complete a full week’s work experience
during Year 12. This will allow you to develop a variety of employability skills to support you with your future career ambitions. This
process is also coupled with mock interviews to enable students within the Sixth Form to develop their confidence in interviewing
technique as well as visits to local businesses and universities.
